Footnotes
(1) Because species abundance is so seasonal, the checklist above includes estimates for
seasonal abundance, abbreviated as follows:

Symbol Category Observability Meaning

A Abundant 100-76% Hard to miss

C Common 75-51% Should see

Uc Uncommon 50-26% May see

R Rare 25-11% Hard to see

Ca Casud 10-1% You'll be very lucky

This classification ignores “fly overs,” e.g., waterfowl and gulls that do not actually land in
the canyon.

The checklist reflects observations made by many people between 1975 and 1999, with fairly
extensive surveys by Andrew Engilis, Jr., Cameron Barrows, Katherine Barrows, Ron Cole,
Sid England, and Wesley Weathers. In addition, a number of casual birders and also more
organized outings (e.g., the Audubon’s Christmas bird count) have contributed to this table.
Starting in 1976, the Cold Canyon basin has been included within the Audubon Christmas
bird count circle (Area 10). Records from these counts are published in Burrowing Owl, the
officia publication of the Davis Audubon Society.
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
